HOW IT WORKS
PureAiro dehumidifiers use an integrated humidistat to monitor the conditioned space. When 

the relative humidity goes above the selected setpoint, the dehumidifier will energize. Air is 

then drawn across an evaporator coil, which is cooler than the dew point of air. This means 

moisture will condense out of the air.The air is then reheated through the condenser coil 

and distributed back into the room.
